User Defined Edit Report


User Defined Edits
Creating a User Defined Edit report allows users to create edits on abstract fields which are applicable only to their particular facility.  Many facilities run Month End Data Quality checks prior to creating a submission file to send to CIHI to verify data not being edited by WinRecs and/or CIHI.  A user defined edit applied by the abstractor while the record is still available saves having to “pull” the record at month end to verify data.
To create user defined edits requires a working knowledge of formulas.

Steps:  

1. Begin with blank report or you may wish to access the generic User Defined Edit report from the ftp://web.med2020.ca/WR2Reports  in either ICD10 or AmCare 10 folders.  
Note:  If using the generic User Defined Edit Report go to Step 6.
2. Select Views you will need to process the edits.
Note:  Encouraged to use I10 Abstract and Interventions as not all cases have interventions but view selection will depend on the fields you will be editing and whether they are contained on multiforms.
3. Insert Group by zzabstractlink
This is required if you are using multiform views.

4. Create Parameter

Must be named:  Abstractid


Data Type: Number
5. Create Selection Criteria – zzabstractlink = {?Abstractid} 

6. Create formula/s to capture to the data you are trying to review
The formula most often used would be an “if then else” and each edit will have it’s own formula 

Example:

//This formula is to create a message if Contact Mode is 1 and Visit Type is BLANK.

if {I10_Amcare_VR.ContactMode}="1" and {I10_Amcare_VR.VisitType}= " " then "Must enter Visit Type when Contact Mode is 1"
Steps to Create the Formula

In the report, 

Insert, Field Object, 

Formula Field, 

New, 

Name the formula field

In the Formula Editor window, create an “If, Then, Else” statement
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Save the Formula field
7. Place the Formula in the details section
8. Create the path to report through Lookup Field Maintenance, Report Selection List
Note: Instructions for adding reports to the Report Selection List can be found in the WinRecs On-Line Help.

9. The report must be saved prior to the user generating.
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TIPS FOR USING USER DEFINED EDITS

Print Message formulas can be created to print “messages” which result from the evaluation of several formulas.  Create Multiple Group Headers to display the Print Messages and then format those sections to suppress if blank.  

User defined edits can be created/changed modified at any time by the user so are very flexible.

Can be developed for modules and/or users.
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
